Guidelines for completing the Application Form

Guideline numbering refers to numbers on the form.

Section 1

1.1 This must be the name of the club applying for the School Club Links Award.
(Only applications from Canoe England Canoe England Top Club or Clubmark accredited clubs will be considered).
1.2 This must be the address of the person best able to complete this application for all correspondence, preferably your Junior Co-ordinator or Junior Coaching Officer.

1.3 This should be the person best able to complete this application, preferably the nominated Junior Co-ordinator or Junior Coaching Officer

1.4 This should be contact details for the person best able to complete this application, preferably the Junior Co-ordinator or Junior Coaching Officer. The E mail account should be one that is regularly checked and that correspondence can be sent to. 
1.5 Your Paddlesport Development Officer should be involved and give support from the onset and throughout this project.
